Part 2: Explain the Need 

WHAT THE OBSERVATORY NEEDS TO OPERATE
1) Mount Washington Observatory is a nonprofit institution

2) Approximately 44% of our funding is derived from donations and memberships
3) The Observatory has a total operating budget of more than $1.7 million, meaning that it must generate approximately $748,000 of income from donations and memberships for one year of operation alone

4) 68% of all income goes directly into operations and program services (see expenses pie chart, illustration 1)
5) Observatory cost quick facts:

$1,000 = One base to summit round trip in a snow tractor

$0.71 = One kilowatt hour of electricity at our summit station

$460 = Food for our summit crew for an 8-day shift

$70,000 = Yearly occupancy fees for our summit weather station

$5,000 = Cost to calibrate our temperature probes

$15,000 = One pitot tube anemometer

$300 = Operation of our Weather Discovery Center museum for one day

$18,000 = Yearly maintenance of the educational portions of our website

$2,000 = One winter EduTrip

$80,000 = Equipment & installation of our distance learning technology
